1. Personal— not a principle, idea, or realization
1 Thessalonians 4:16


2. Physical— not spiritual
Matthew 24:1, Acts 1:11, 1 Corinthians 15:23


3. Public— not private
Revelation 1:7, Matthew 24:30


4. Permanent— not temporary

a. 1 Corinthians 5:20-28, 42-44, 50-55


b. Events: Jesus returns, establishes a 1,000 year rule (the millennial kingdom), 7 years of chaos and rebellion (tribulation), end of this age and beginning of the eternal age (new heaven and new earth) Revelation 20:1-6


c. Righteousness requires judgment, Isaiah 11:1-9, 2 Corinthians 5:10, 2 Peter 3:10-15

d. Creation liberated

1) Romans 8:18-25, our suffering is not futile, but hopeful

2) Romans 8:28-30, God uses our suffering for our good

3) Romans 8:31-39, nothing can separate us from the kingdom
